Upon consideration of (1) Petitioner Office of
Disciplinary Counsel’s (Petitioner ODC) November 26, 2002
ex parte petition for issuance of reciprocal discipline notice to
Respondent Nikolai Tehin, Jr. (Respondent Tehin), (2) Petitioner
ODC’s memorandum, affidavits, and exhibits, (3) Respondent
Tehin’s lack of response to our December 17, 2002 notice and
order regarding reciprocal discipline pursuant to Rule 2.15(b) of
the Rules of the Supreme Court of the State of Hawai‘i (RSCH),
and (4) the record, it appears that on August 15, 2002, the State
Bar Court of the State Bar of California enrolled Respondent
Tehin as inactive pursuant to Section 6007 (c) of the California
Business and Professions Code during the pendency of disciplinary
proceedings in the State of California.
