to Appellant filing her motion in the agency appealed from in

accordance with Hawai‘i Rules of Appellate Procedure (HRAP)

Rule 24, which requires a party to file requests to proceed in
forma pauperis on appeal in the agency appealed from in the first

instance; (4) on March 1, 2007, the Labor and Industrial

Relations Appeals Board issued an order disallowing Appellant to

proceed on appeal in forma pauperis; (3) Appellant did not seek

further relief in this court pursuant to HRAP Rule 24(c); (6) on
July 2, 2007, the appellate clerk informed Appellant that the

pay the filing fee or file a motion seeking leave to proceed in
forma pauperis on appeal.

IT IS HEREBRY ORDERED that the appeal is dismissed
pursuant to HRAP Rules 3(a), 11(c)(2), and 24(d).
